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The Crib Notes application, which is utilized for the Neonatal Intensive Care Unit (NICU) electronic documentation, has many features which exemplify the forces of magnetism as well as improving patient safety and communication.
 

For example, the breast milk scanning verification system assures the correct breast milk is given to the correct infant. The parent email notification feature updates the parents with a daily morning email greeting, while informing the parents of weight gain, feedings and stools. These emails are addressed from their child, which parents enjoy receiving. Crib Notes also has a clinician and physician sign out feature as well as the ability to send administrative notices, which keep the healthcare professionals informed. A search feature which locates the documentation of such areas as goal of the day and parent contact facilitates rapid chart reviews. Hard stop alerts for areas as IV documentation and nursing care plan documentation are present in Crib Notes, so charting is complete.
 

An additional feature coming to Crib Notes is the discharge teaching feature which is being built with input from the NICU nurses.
